
The Power of LET (Love, Eternal Life, Trust) 

Genesis 1:1-5 

1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. 2 And the earth 

was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. 

And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters. 3 And God said, Let 

there be light: and there was light. 4 And God saw the light, that it was good: 

and God divided the light from the darkness. 5 And God called the light Day, 

and the darkness he called Night. And the evening and the morning were the 

first day. 

Giving honor to God, Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit. Giving honor to the men, 

women, and children of God. To my fellow brothers and sisters in Christ. As we 

look deeper into Genesis 1:1-5, it allows us to see the creativity of our God. I’d like 

to tag this didactic with the topic, “The Power of L.E.T.”  

According to Romans 3:23, “All have sinned and come short of the glory 

of God. How you ever reflected on this scripture? How does this make 

you feel? Romans 6:23 teach us that the wages of sin is death, but the 

gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. Please process this 

scripture for a moment. How does this impact your life? Does this make 

you approach life differently?  

L.E.T. is an Acronym. (L-Love, E-Eternal Life, T-Trust).  

Firstly, Love…  

L – Love      1. John 3:1-3 shares:  

BEHOLD what manner of Love the Father has bestowed on us, that we should be 

called children of God! Therefore the world does not know us, because it did not 

know Him. Beloved, now we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed 

what we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for 

we shall see Him as He is. And everyone who has this hope in Him purifies himself, 

just as He is pure.  

E - ETERNAL LIFE 



John 3:16 

For God So Loved the World, that he gave his only begotten son, that whosoever 

believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.  

T – Trust (Proverbs 3:5-6) 

Trust in the Lord with all thine Heart and Lean not unto thine own understanding. 

In all thy ways acknowledge him. And he shall direct thy paths.

Also, in Genesis, Chapter 1; around about that 26th Verse. (Something Wonderful and 

Miraculous Happened) 

26 – Then God said, “Let us make man in OUR image, according to our likeness; let them have 

dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, over the cattle, and over every creeping thing 

that creeps on the earth.  

Keep in mind, Genesis Chapter 5; verse 1-2 state “This is the book of the generations of Adam. In the day 

that God created man, in the likeness of God made he him; 2 Male and female created he them; and 

blessed them, and called their name Adam, in the day when they were created.” 

Tell your neighbor I am Somebody. I was created in the image of God. It’s not the shoes, nor the clothes. 

But I woke up looking beautiful. I woke up looking Handsome. I woke up knowing that no matter what 

may be going on in the world, God is Still in Control. Jesus is sitting at the right hand of God the Father 

(Almighty). Beloved, God woke you up this morning. You woke up beautiful or handsome this morning. 

No matter what is going on in this world; You ought to be able to testify that God is Still in Control and 

He’s still in the Blessing Business. He’s still on the Throne. Jesus is still at the right hand of God the 



Father Almighty. The Holy Spirit is still comforting you. Can I get a Witness? IF GOD BE FOR US, WHO 

CAN BE AGAINST US? Hallelujah to the Lamb of God.  

Trust – In our ability to Trust God our Faith is Activated in a Powerful way. Proverbs 3:5-6, Trust in 

the Lord with all thine Heart and Lean not unto thine own understanding. In all 

thy ways acknowledge him. And he shall direct thy paths.  

In John, Chapter 14 – A revelation comes to us with clarity as Jesus speaks in verse 1 - 4.  

 
John 14 Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me. 

2 In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told 
you. I go to prepare a place for you. 3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will 
come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. 4 

And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know.  

Beloved, the Lord has a perfect plan for you. In fact, Jesus Christ is Way, the Truth, 
and the Life.  

In closing,  

The Power of L.E.T. (Love, Eternal Life, and Trust) 

Rom. 8:31-39 
31 What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against 

us? 32 He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he 
not with him also freely give us all things? 33 Who shall lay anything to the charge of 
God's elect? It is God that justifieth. 34 Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that 
died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also 
maketh intercession for us. 35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall 
tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 
36 As it is written, For thy sake we are killed all the day long; we are accounted as 
sheep for the slaughter. 37 Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors 
through him that loved us. 38 For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor 
angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 39 Nor 
height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the 
love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

Romans 10:9 – If thou shall confess with thy mouth, the Lord Jesus, and believe 
in thy heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thy shall be saved. For with 
the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made 
to salvation. For the scripture sayeth, “Whoever believes on Him will not be put to 
shame.”
